Rules & Regulations 

1. ENTRY DROP OFF & PAYMENT: Take your products to the correct pavilion, get the steward to stamp 
your entry form, then take your entry form to the show office and make payment.  

2. SECTION LOCATION: Lindsay Pavilion (Building 4) 

3. ENTRY FEES: Entry Fees: $2 Adult, $1 Juniors Per Entry Unless Stated Otherwise. 

4. ENTRIES TIMES: SATURDAY 30th MAY FROM 10AM TILL 2PM. WEDNESDAY 3rd JUNE FROM 10AM 
TILL 5PM. NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.  

5. PRIZE MONEY: First $10, Second $5 Unless stated otherwise 

6. Prize money to be collected at the Secretary’s Office after 3pm on Friday 5th June until 5pm on 
Sunday 7th June. Any prize monies not collected by 5pm will become a donation to the Caboolture 
District P. A. & I. Assn Ltd. 

7. ENTRY COLLECTION: 4pm Sunday 7th June 2026.  

8. All works must be original and done by the exhibitor. The item must not be more than 12 months old 
and have not won a prize at a previous venue. 

9. The name and address of the exhibitor and the class and title must be clearly labelled on the back of 
the Paintings. 

10. Signatures on paintings must be covered. 

11. Exhibitors are requested to pack and unpack their own exhibits. 

12. The Show Society has no objection to the private sale of any artwork at the Showgrounds and accepts 
no commission. However, no exhibit may be removed from the display before 4pm Sunday 7th June 
2026. 

13. ALL PAINTINGS AND DRAWINGS MUST BE FITTED WITH WIRE AND SCREWS READY FOR HANGING OR 
THEY WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. 

14. Owing to limited space it is requested that the size of the paintings be limited to an area not more 
than or equal to one square meter. 

15. Where there are fewer than three entries in a class, classes may be combined at the discretion of the 
Chief Steward.
